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FY 2012 Kansas Documents

Collecting, preserving and providing access to the publications of the government of Kansas is all part of a transparent
democratic process. Because many government publications are now born digital and because government changes on
a regular basis, the State Library, in cooperation with the Kansas State Historical Society, identifies, captures, preserves
and provides access to many Kansas government publications that are born digital and frequently reside on agency
Websites. The mechanism for doing so is called KSPACe.

The State Library will continue to capture publications and move them over to KSPACe. KSPACe is open source software
that has been modified to meet the purpose described above. Due to the elimination of staff, in FY2013, KSPACe statistics
will continue to decline.
